Motion of the Board of IAD to General Members Assembly of IAD for changes of the Statutes of IAD:
The Board of IAD passes the motion to General Assembly to accept the changes of IAD Statutes as follows:

1. The residence of IAD is moving from Vienna to Wilhering 

Rational: Obligation deriving from Austrian Law on NGOs – residence must be the same as the official address of the Association

2. IAD terminates its official relation to SIL: 

Revision of all the articles/paragraphs regarding IAD relation to SIL has been done

Rational: SIL will cut off the financial contribution to IAD during 2010 and IAD is not mentioned anywhere in the SIL Statutes nor IAD represents any special entity within SIL organization.

3. Introduction of the position of Vice President of IAD, 

Rational: Vice – president will be, together with President and General Secretary, a member of IAD Presidium and IAD Board strongly believes, that the tasks and obligations would be shared among them in a more efficient manner
4. Abandoning the idea of the deputies of the President and General Secretary

Rational: Having proposed the introduction of the Vice – president position, IAD Board strongly believes that there is no need for additional deputies

Although this English version does not claim legality, some spelling errors have been corrected and the wording improved to avoid any ambiguities of the former version.

In the attachment to this Motion, you will find the Statutes of IAD with all revisions and changes given in track-change mode, so that you can follow what has been deleted and/or suggested as replacement.

Should the General Assembly accept the changes of the IAD Statutes as suggested by the Board of IAD, the former official German legally valid version will be revised accordingly and submitted to the Austrian authorities responsible for NGO issues in due course.
